3.  If/how you respond to inquiries –

AL: We mail them a complimentary issue of Alabama Liberty, recent fundraiser, or several issues of Birmingham Libertarian.

AK: Note by snail or email and/or phone call, invitation to join us at local meetings.

AR: E-mail.

CA: No program in place.

CT: Email a thank you, send them to the web site for further info, submit name to National for membership mailing, potential volunteers will be called.

DE: An information packet is sent out via first class mail, which includes a cover letter, 2 local brochures, 2 sample political quizzes and a combined LPD/LP membership application.

HI: Put them on the mailing list.

ID: Ad hoc.

IA: Initially by e-mail.  We then include them on newsletter list for three issues.  We invite all inquiries in the past year to the convention and include them in direct mail fundraising for one year.

IN: Personal telephone calls from county affiliate organizations; mailer with information on the State Party.

LA: No response.

MD: Send a sample newsletter, state program, and a membership application form with a letter.

MN: We send a letter and a list of Libertarian websites.

MO: We send inquiries a two-page letter describing libertarianism and asking them to let us count them as a member of the Missouri Libertarian Party for free.  That letter gets about a 25% response and those people get a letter with a bumper sticker and a membership card and a request to support the party by subscribing to the newsletters.  They also get a follow up call from the Executive Director.

NC: We respond to most inquiries by sending out an information packet via first class mail.  We occasionally respond directly to e-mail questions wither with an e-mail or by phone.

NM: Info packet, 3 newsletters, name to local LP.

NV: We have a phone number, and also from the web site.  Two volunteers in Northern Nevada collect the names; Southern Nevada also collects names and sends out information packets or replies to the emails or phone contact.

OK: A newsletter is sent to inquiries.

PA: Yes, we send a LPPa specific brochure.

RI: Chair screens them first and answers if possible, or refer on to another member that is felt is best.

SC: Inquiries received at the state level are forwarded to the appropriate county or regional organization.  Contacts are made at the local level.

TN: Email and/or telephone.

VA: Inquiries are routed to local affiliate activists to call/email.

WA: As inquiries are emailed to us, we follow up with our own email (or hand-addressed letter if there is no email address).  We try to do this in 3 to 5 days.  The names are then sent to county leaders who call or email to invite the inquirers to a local meeting.

WI: Currently, state secretary sends a packet at the end of each month with no follow-up.  Now in the process of changing to automated system where info packet is sent out the day the inquiry is received and the prospect is called a week later.

WV: We have a new membership coordinator who will (but has not yet) send a packet to inquiring people.
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
