6.  Any programs you have in place to renew current members (or encourage them to renew) –

AL:  Telephone calls and renewal letters.  The phone calls have been very limited up until this time.

AK: Mailer for annual convention. We basically rely on the national party to send out reminders to renew.

AR:  None.

CA:  None.

CT:  We continue the newsletter for ninety days – we are trying to set up follow-up phone calls, but for the past four years it has been difficult to find volunteers who will actually do this.

DE:  We would like to have someone call, but we are not consistent at this point.

HI:  None.

ID:  One membership chair; one state chair + his wife; one county chair; three regional chairs – all work at it a little when the mood strikes.

IA:  We offer the same discounted membership to renewals, if they are expired over 6 months.

IN:  Running as many active campaigns as possible with good candidates; organizing as many county affiliates as possible; 300,000+ copies of the Hoosier Libertarian newspaper delivered throughout the state to local newspaper subscribers.

LA:  Newsletter.

MD:  We send renewal notices in the mail prior to the renewal date, both to renew current state members, and to encourage National-only members to join the state party as well.

MN: We offered existing members a $5 bounty for every lapsed member they encouraged to renew, and $10 for every new member.  No one has taken us up on this.

MO:  As time permits, the Executive Director calls members in advance of their expiration encouraging them to renew early.

NC:  At one time, we attempted to contact all lapsed members via phone.  If I remember correctly, the volunteer who did this stepped back from his LP duties and we didn’t follow-up with a new person.

NM:  No response.

NV:  Currently no.  We have a new database manager who is willing to set up a web-based data program to automatically contact new members.  In addition, we are attempting to set up a phone line in our Northern Nevada hdqtrs and phone lapsed members.  We also will definitely do a newsletter.

OK:  A newsletter is sent to these individuals and they are informed of state convention details.

PA: Yes, monthly renewal notices.

RI:  Calls to any members who appear to be dropping.

SC:  Direct mail contact from state party after expired 3 months.  Name/phones forwarded to local orgs.

TN:  No programs at this time.

VA:  New program just beginning this month to contact members by email and phone.

WA:  We have had some success using a phone bank to remind people to renew their memberships.

WI:  Will soon send a letter to all lapsed members (ever).  Currently send letter the month before with no follow-up.

WV:  None.
