7.  Any programs you have in place to track legislation and/or lobby –

AL:  I have several people that keep an eye on legislation and bring the information to the attention of the LPA-discuss group.

AK: Al Anders, state XC member, currently lives in Juneau, and should be watching this kind of stuff.

AR:  We have one member who monitors the legislature but no programs.

CA:  None.

CT:  The Vice-Chair sits on top of legislation for us and for the Connecticut Home Schoolers Association.

DE:  No.

HI:  Legislative liaison tracks legislation and testifies.

ID:  No response.

IA:  We have individuals that track some specific bills, a separate legislation/lobby group is currently forming.

IN:  Major responsibility of Executive Director and State Chair.  Executive Director actively follows legislation, lobbies individual representatives and senators and testifies before Senate and House committees.

LA:  No.

MD:  No response.

MN: None – although we have had a few good, individual full-time lobbyists.

MO:  There is no program to track legislation or to lobby.  We do have one member who is a good resource on legislative issues, and individual members will occasionally take it upon themselves to lobby for issues of particular interest to them.

NC:  We have a legislative watch committee, but it is not very active.  I hope to rectify this with the next legislative session.

NM:  No response.

NV:  We have had an official volunteer lobbyist, and several activists who can testify and lobby.  We share information with the Nevada Eagle Forum, which has a very strong lobbying group, and with Nevada Pistol and Rifle Association to get updates, which are then posted on our email list.

OK:  Legislative Chair position on the State Executive Committee.

PA: Only through the initiative of individuals, such as candidates through their campaigns.

RI:  Two members designated to follow.

SC:  Informal.  Legislation is on the monthly Executive Committee agenda.  Certain activists follow their chosen…

TN:  No formal programs at this time.  Some legislation is tracked, but on a case-by-case basis because of limited resources.

VA:  The Ballot Access Coordinator (BAC) reviews election law bills submitted to the General Assembly each year and sends lobbying alerts via our Announcement email list for the most important bills.  The BAC also works with legislators to sponsor bills that would reduce barriers to third parties.  One bill is being introduced for us this year to lessen restrictions on circulators of statewide candidate petitions.

WA:  This year we have started a pilot program to motivate our members to contact and form relationships with their lawmakers, in hopes of making those lawmakers more responsive to us.

WI:  Not really.  Trying to put this in place on current legislation to remove the 6% primary vote rule for public financing.

WV:  None.
