8.  Any email announcement lists, discussion, or online chat rooms that are maintained by the state party (and how they are used) –

AL:  LPA-Announce – EC announcements to the general public only.  LPA-EC – correspondence inside the EC only.  LPA-Activist – focus on activism, LPA-Discuss – open forum for any discussion.

AK: Our own personal address books, used to send out announcements of interest.

AR:  We have an email and address list.

CA:  We have an announcement list.

CT:  Our lp-activists list is critical to rallying the small number of volunteers when we need them; it has recently been supplemented by an opinions list for open discussion.  Both may be subscribed to from the web site.

DE: LPD (e-list for discussion and announcements) and LPD Announce (e-list for official LPD announcements) email lists; a Blind copy membership email listing which gets meeting announcements and libertarian-oriented information.

HI:  1 announce list and 1 discussion list.

ID:  Two competing and conflicting Announcement Lists (one controlled by the party secretary who, in turn is controlled by the ex-chair).  I am allowed to announce from this list sometimes… other times he removes my access.  There is a newer list with fewer subscribers that is controlled in a more even-handed fashion.  Two competing and conflicting discussion lists.  The oldest one is more about in-fighting within the state organization than anything constructive.  The new one is growing slowly, but is more positive.

IA:  An announcement list only is maintained by the state party.  A discussion list is privately maintained.

IN:  Statewide Email announcement list.  Used regularly (2-10 times a month); used to distribute press releases to members and activists; Central Committee and County Chairs email list – used to distribute relevant information.

LA:  No response.

MD:  We have four groups at yahoogroups, used for general discussion, announcements, news, and official party communications.

MN: Announce – low volume, announcements only; anyone can post.  Discuss – moderate volume, free speech rules!

MO:  The state party has a general e-mail discussion list.

NC:  Our ED sends e-mail announcements to a large list.  We have an e-mail list for our Executive Committee, for County activists, for candidates, and one for a strategic planning effort.

NM:  One forum list, one “alert” list.

NV:  We have two email lists on the party website.  One is a general discussion list, open to all interested.  The other is an executive committee list, which is open to all dues paying members and which is also a means for executive committee debates and email voting.  Also, we keep in touch on local lists, such as in Washoe County.

OK:  Two listservers are in place.  They are housed on Yahoo.  One is used for party business, the other is a libertarian discussion group.

PA: Discussion list currently in place; announcement list planning is underway.

RI:  Email list for those who submitted such…

SC:  None sponsored by state.  One run by an interested activist.

TN:  We have email and discussion lists, with announcements being made through email and the discussion lists.  The state officers use an online chat room for monthly meetings.

VA:  1)  SCC – Discussion list for members of the State Central Committee.  Only SCC members may post, LPVA members may receive.

2)  ANNOUNCE – List allows announcements of issues and activities of general interest to the entire membership.  Post open to volunteers in leadership roles like state and local committees, standing and ad-hoc committees, candidates and their managers, etc.

3)  FORUM – Open discussion list for issues of interest to LPVA members.

4)  Local announce list – Many geographical areas have ANNOUNCE lists of topics of interest to the local membership.

WA:  We have an email list server which reaches about 4,000 people, including the media and inquirers.  We try to send announcements to this list weekly.

WI:  lpwi@yahoogroups.com is used to post news stories and discuss off-topic issues (anyone can post).  Announcement list to forward action alerts, raise funds, and distribute press releases to members (currently only Ex. Director can post).

WV:  Discussion list used for general discussion of libertarian issues & party matters (egroup).
