9.  Any other outreach programs in your state (e.g. Speakers Bureau) –

AL:  We have a speakers group that is supposed to talk to various groups.  We have had limited success with this.  No responses to various letters announcing our intentions.  No interest.

AK: We occasionally send speakers to government schools to talk about the party.

AR:  We do the state fair each year.

CA:  None at the state level.  There may be some at the region level.

CT:  Not formally, but several of our members work with other organizations where some of our agenda is shared, and do have opportunities to speak.

IN:  Speakers Bureau being organized; 35 county organizations, Lady Libertarians organization (social group of female Libertarians designed to reach out to female libertarians and to support female Libertarians.

LA:  No response.

MD:  We have a Speakers Bureau.

MN: We are pursuing a “beacon group” strategy which aims to find/create issue groups to pull people into contact with Libs for that one-on-one contact that seems to be the only way we make new members.

MO:  Several of the county organizations host outreach booths at their local fairs/events.  We have a campus outreach program.

NC:  No response.

NM:  No response.

NV:  Las Vegas has invited speakers to meetings.  Washoe has the public access show “With Liberty and Justice for All” and has done events such as picnics, and plans more “fun” events.  A Freedom Festival is in the planning.

OK:  Working to establish libertarian collegiate chapters.

PA: Yes, we have an organized Libertarian Toastmasters group that sends speakers to civic clubs and other interested groups.

RI:  No.

SC:  n/a  Certain activists have close contacts with other orgs., incl. gun orgs., ACLU, SC Assn. Of Taxpayers, League of the South, Strom Thurmond Inst. at Clemson U., etc.

TN:  No active outreach programs at this time.

VA:  None at this time.

WA:  Nothing formal.

WI:  Not currently.
